· Rita Atkinson is a volunteer with the DAMASCUS Youth Project.  Rita explained about how the project is funded and thanked the Parish Council for their support and is currently waiting to hear if they have been successful with a Lottery application.  Rita also thanked all the volunteers and the youth workers.  She gave special thanks to Gary Hibbins who has done a fantastic job including a lot of street work and also pointed out that he is there to facilitate and at some point in the near future will be moving on to other things.  There have a progression plan in place to enable the work to carry on when the current youth workers move on.
· John Kil??? gave a very interesting speech on the hedgerows of Drayton.  He informed us that between 1811 and until recently about 80 species no longer exist.  Also it takes around 6/7 years to establish about 1.5 meters of hedgerow.  John has also agreed to take a stand at the Community Day.
· Two 13/14 year old girls ( Lara McCall ?? and Jasmine Bunage??) spoke very well voicing their concerns that there was not enough activities in the village for young people.
