

Draft Minutes of the Drayton Parish Council Meeting

204/2024 Apologies for Absence.  Richard Wade.
205/2024 Declarations of Interest, Dispensations or Use of Delegated Powers. Elaine Wade declared an interest with the allotments as she is an allotment tenant.
Adrian Cooke arrived at 7:04pm.
206/2024 Public Participation. 
a) Traffic Calming. A parishioner suggested putting a speed camera along the Abingdon Road that would force cars to stop at the pedestrian crossing if they are speeding. It was noted that this is an OCC Highways matter.
b) Drayton Chronicle - Grant Application. A member of the Drayton Chronicle team asked about a grant application they had submitted to the Parish Council.  It was noted that the grant applications will be considered at the next Finance meeting that will be held on 26th November 2024.
c) P21/V2176/FUL Land at Kiln Lane Drayton OX14 4FE. A parishioner expressed an interest in this development.

a) Future Oxfordshire Partnership (FOP). It was noted that FOP is a joint committee of the six councils of Oxfordshire together with key strategic partners. They work together to deliver a better future for the county.

Appendix D
Programme Managers Report
Walnut Meadows: There has been no further response from The Vale Planning Department concerning the issue I raised with them in relation to the buried waste not having been removed by Miller Homes.

The S106 drawdown requests for the Sports Pitches and MUGA are progressing. The Sports Pitch funding is anticipated to be approved on 18th December and the MUGA funding in February 2025. I have been liaising with the Vale in respect of the legal agreement that needs to be in place once the funding release has been approved. The Vale will release the S106 funds on a monthly basis as I approve invoices for the work. We are retaining 5% of each invoice until the Certificate of Practical Completion is issued. All work on the sports pitches has been curtailed due to the weather. It will re-commence in the Spring as long as the weather is not too wet. The construction of the MUGA will also commence in Spring 2025. The perimeter path at Walnut Meadows will be added to the scope of the work for the sports pitches as it makes no sense to award this work to another contractor when the path is within sports pitch area being implemented. An agenda item to this effect is included in the November Full Council agenda. Miller Homes have replaced dead trees on the Parish Council land adjacent to the footpath to Corneville Road. I inspected the area on Friday 8th November and whilst the trees are satisfactory MH have not replaced two sections of hedge as per the approved plans. 
Manor Farm: Cala have completed work to remediate the perimeter path at the PoS. It is looking really good and a big improvement on the original. The Vale have refused to waive the 12 month maintenance period that Drayton Parish Council and Cala agreed to, citing the S106 agreement.

I have requested a Teams call with the Vale’s Infrastructure Implementation Officer prior to an inspection of the site by the Vale and Cala towards the end of this month.
Footpaths: I have 2 quotes for the upgrade to Footpath 8 with a third quote hopefully in the pipeline. I plan to present the quotes at the December Full Council for a decision on which supplier to select.

Traffic Calming: The Business Case to release S106 funds for the topographical surveys and detailed design work was presented to the Highways Improvement Board on Thursday 7th November.
